Dawson, from Ft. Washington, MD, who will attend Emory University; and Cherae L. Clark, who attends the Tasis-American School in England and plans to enroll at the University of  Kansas.  “Link member are keenly aware that education is the key to career advancement and the fulfillment of many an aspiration.  We salute these young people whose perseverance and commitment to excellence represent the best of their respective high schools and communities,” said Jeannine Quick-Frasier, Chairperson of The Links Grants and Aid Committee.
“The Links, Incorporated has been giving scholarships to deserving African American students since 1946, when it was founded.  Our scholarships are also given at the area and chapter levels; and we know that we can never do enough as long as there is some Black student who wants to go to college and struggles to pay tuition and purchase books,” said Dr. Gwendolyn Lee, national president of The Links, Incorporated. “This scholarship aid that we provide through The Links Foundation to the National Achievement Scholarship Program expands our reach to those students who have the good test scores and a greater potential for success.”
